BLACK GLASS SHELF MAKE SURE
PRINTED SIDE IS ON THE UNDERSIDE

THEN FULLY TIGHTEN SCREWS F IN THE SUPPORT ARMS. CHECK THAT THE BACK EDGE OF THE
GLASS SHELF IS PARALLEL WITH THE STEM. THEN FULLY TIGHTEN SCREWS J AND H.

REPEAT STEP 6 AND 7 TO FIT YOUR SECOND SHELF IN THE HEIGHER POSITION.

PLACE SOME PACKAGING OVER THIS SHELF WHILST FITTING THE NEXT ONE ABOVE.
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IF YOU HAVE A ROUND OR SQUARE |
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YOU WILL HAVE FOUR FIXING POINTS IN THE BACK OF YOUR TV.
THE NEXT STEPS WILL SHOW YOU HOW TO FIX THE TV FIXING BARS TO THE TV.
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IF THE BACK OF YOUR TV IS NOT FLAT OR HAS A BULGE YOU WILL
NEED TO USE THE PLASTIC SPACERS WHEN ATTACHING THE
TV FIXING BARS. YOU WILL NEED TO USE THE LONGEST BOLTS. __—=

IN ONE OF THE FIXING KITS IN YOUR PACK YOU WILL FIND A WIDE SELECTION OF BOLTS AND WASHERS THAT WILL ENABLE YOU TO FIT THE BARS TO YOUR TV.
ALL THESE FIXINGS ARE SHOWN FULL SIZE ON THE FRONT PAGE OF THIS ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION.
1. CAREFULLY SELECT THE BOLT DIAMETER OF EITHER M4, M5, M6 OR M8. START WITH THE SMALLEST DIAMETER FIRST.

2. CAREFULLY SELECT THE CORRECT SIZE WASHER FOR THE BOLT.

3. CAREFULLY SELECT THE BOLT LENGTH BY STARTING WITH THE SHORTEST BOLT. PASS THE BOLT THROUGH THE WASHER AND THROUGH THE SLOT IN THE BARS.
SCREW THE BOLT GENTLY INTO THE BACK OF THE TV. MAKE SURE THERE IS ENOUGH THREAD OF THE BOLT IN THE TV FIXING HOLE. DO NOT FORCE A BOLT INTO THE TV FIXING HOLE.
4. MAKE SURE THE BARS ARE SECURELY FASTENED TO THE TV. SLOT ADDITIONAL WASHERS ONTO THE BOLT TO TAKE UP ANY REMAINING GAP BETWEEN THE BARS AND THE TV.
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CONNECT CABLES TO
TV AT THIS STAGE ?

WHEN YOU HAVE FIXED THE BARS TO YOUR TV CHECK THAT THEY ARE PARALLEL.

ALSO CHECK THAT THEY ARE CENTRAL ON THE BACK OF THE TV.

NOTE : YOU MAY WISH TO CONNECT YOUR CABLES TO THE SOCKETS IN THE BACK OF
YOUR TV BEFORE THE NEXT STAGE.
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THE BOTTOM BAR CAN OFFSET TO THE LEFT OR RIGHT TO CLEAR CONNECTING SOCKETS.
ONE OF THE HOLES IN THE BAR MUST LINE UP WITH THE CENTRAL HOLE IN THE BAR ABOVE.
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SCREW BOLTS K INTO THE TOP BAR UNTIL THE HEADS ARE ABOUT 8mm AWAY FROM THE BAR.

STEPS 12 TO 14 SHOW HOW YOU CAN POSITION YOUR TV ON THE
STAND AT THE PERFECT HEIGHT FOR YOU.

THE TV CAN BE POSITIONED AT DIFFERENT LEVELS ON THE STAND.

WITH HELP CAREFULLY LOWER TV ONTO THE STAND SLOTTING THE BOLT HEADS
OVER THE TOP EDGE OF PLATE.

REST THE BOLTS IN THE TWO NOTHCES.
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KEY HOLE/

OR YOU CAN SLOT THE BOLT HEADS THROUGH THE PLATE AT A LOWER POSITION.
EACH KEY HOLE DOWN LOWERS THE TV BY 32mm EACH TIME.

HOLD THE PLATE AT THE TOP AND BOTTOM WHILST
UNSCREWING AND REPOSITIONING THE PLATE.
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BACK IN STEP 4 WE FIXED THE PLATE AT POSITION A WITH SCREWS E. THE PLATE CAN BE
RAISED IN HEIGHT BY 40mm EACH TIME. TO MOVE THE PLATE UP GET HELP TO HOLD THE
PLATE TOP AND BOTTOM WHILST SCREWS E ARE UNSCREWED. MOVE THE PLATE UP ONE
OR TWO POSITIONS AND RE FIX WITH SCREWS E.
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FULLY TIGHTEN ALL BOLTS.

ONCE YOU ARE HAPPY WITH THE HEIGHT OF YOUR TV SCREW BOLT K INTO THE BOTTOM BAR.
MAKE SURE THE TV IS PARALLEL WITH THE GLASS SHELVES AND BASE.
FULLY TIGHTEN ALL BOLTS.

. DO NOT USE ANY OTHER FIXINGS THAN THOSE PROVIDED.

. ASSEMBLE THE STAND ON A SOFT SURFACE WITH ANOTHER PERSON.

. THE GLASS SHELVES ARE TOUGHENED TO BRITISH STANDARD BS EN 12150 - HANDLE WITH CARE.

. DO NOT USE SOLVENTS FOR CLEANING. USE A DAMP CLOTH TO REMOVE ANY HANDLING OR
PACKAGING MARKS. DO NOT MOVE THE STAND BY USING THE TV, SIDES OR GLASS SHELVES.

. DO NOT STAND OR CLIMB ON THE GLASS SHELVES AS THIS COULD RESULT IN PERSONAL.

. INJURY AND OR DAMAGE TO YOUR EQUIPMENT.

SLOT THE SCREWS P THROUGH THE HOLES IN THE BACK PANEL AND THROUGH THE BACK PANEL SPACERS O.
FIX THE ENDS OF SCREWS P INTO THE THREADED HOLES IN THE BACK OF THE STEM.

SCREW UNTIL NEARLY TIGHT. THEN LOWER THE TOP COVER INTO POSITION.

SLOT THE TOP COVER OVER THE SCREW BETWEEN THE STEM AND THE SPACER.

THEN FULLY TIGHTEN SCREWS.
